$ Prior to your child starting you will be sent an email link to access our online journal Ô TapestryÓ.  A Ô How to use guideÓ is 
available in the documents .You will be able to set a password and add the information in the section ÔAll about meÕ 
allowing us to become familiar with your childÕs abilities, interests like and dislikes etc."

$ We record observations of our children using an online website called Tapestry, allowing us to upload photographs, 
videos and written observations about  your childÕs learning and  play throughout our session. Your child will be allocated 
a key worker who will work closely with your child throughout their time, there will be opportunities to meet with your 
childÕs key worker throughout the year at Parent Consultations and we also have an ÔOpen Door PolicyÕ where you can 
arrange to meet with your childÕs key worker/ manager SENDCO."

$ Your child will be observed once every term with a recording of a long observation, taken from your childÕs interests we 
will plan Ô next stepsÕ  for your child the following week taking into account your Ô childÕs voice and we will also provide 
guidance for you to complete an activity at home to further extend their interests, learning and development! An email 
notiÞcation will be sent advise an observation has been added, please also feel free to add your own photographs and 
videos, we love to see what the children are doing at home!"
